Program Director’s Report

Sarah Richardson began the Program Director’s report by discussing marketing activities.  Included in the book is a copy of the statewide press release.  KATLC staff mailed brochures and an information letter to all 120 County Extension Offices in Kentucky.  Sarah and Nanci Shelden exhibited at several conferences, expos and transition fairs and distributed applications and brochures to several other organizations.  At the February meeting the Board had allocated $1,000 for additional advertising.  Sarah reported before proceeding, this request will need to be approved through state government procedures.
Sarah discussed KATLC expenditures and account information.  The expenditure account balance is $33,128.36.

Customer Satisfaction

Sarah reviewed the third quarter customer satisfaction surveys which are included in the book.  

Database Purchase

Sarah reported she had received database information from CorTech Data Design in Baltimore, Maryland.  This program is currently used by approximately four other states.  The program correlates with RSA reporting requirements.  The baseline cost was $6,000 and could be up to $20,000 based upon specific information requested.  Dave questioned how difficult it would be to purchase system under state regulations and guidelines.

Sarah Richardson provided information on the AT Conference she attended in Philadelphia, PA.  Nanci Shelden has added a link to mymoney.gov to the KATLC website.  This link provides various information of finance information.
Sarah suggested preparing a letter to our loan holders to thank individuals for being a customer and to include if the applicant should incur financial difficulty to contact the bank to re-work loan.  We currently have 289 current loans.  The Board was in consensus for Sarah to prepare and send the letter.
Dave Matheis reported the DD Council is working on a project called Easy Living.  During the next year a conference will be held with home builders.  This would be an opportunity for KATLC to target these vendors.
